
Steps
PTO OFF

1. Unhook small BLUE cable and small GREEN cable and secure the ends of cables with
zip tie Photo 1 (Red Arrows)
2. Unhook cable from TOP left terminal of transformer Photo 2 (Purple Arrow)
3. Try operating the system 
4. If NO problems with BREAKER tripping, move on to step 7. 
5. IF the BREAKER trips with EVERYTHING unhooked, Unhook the large BLUE and GREEN
cables secure with zip ties Photo 1 (Turquoise Arrows)
6. Try instructions operating the system again, If no issues with breaker tripping stop and
wait for further 
7. If the breaker continues tripping, unhook the 2 small wires that power the switching
coil. They are BLUE with a white stripe and are just below the large cables in step #5.
7. Hook up the cable to TOP left terminal on transformer and try operating Photo 2
8. If the BREAKER trips. after hooking up cable to top left terminal Unhook and retest
Photo 2
9. If the breaker trips again the problem is a bad cable outside of the CART. This can be
the long cable that goes forward or it can be and of the wing transfer wires on the front
boom.
